SFSP Participation for Summer 2014
Central College Upward Bound is participating in the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP). Meals will be provided to all program participants free of charge. Meals for program participants who meet income guidelines for reduced-price meals in the National School Lunch Program are supported in part with funds awarded through SFSP. The remaining cost for meals provided to SFSP eligible students and meals for other Upward Bound participants are supported through a grant from the U.S. Department of Education to provide Upward Bound programming to identified students in the area. 

SFSP income guidelines for reduced-price meals by family size may be found at Children who are part of households that receive Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP, formerly foods stamps) benefits, or benefits under the Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR), or Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) are automatically eligible to receive free meals.
Acceptance and participation requirements for SFSP and all related activities are the same for all regardless of race, color, national origin, sex, age or disability, and there will be no discrimination in the course of the meal service. Between June 9 and June 28 meals will be provided for program participants at Central Market (Central College, Pella, IA) at these times:

Lunch
   12:00 pm – 1:00 pm

Dinner       5:00 pm  – 6:00 pm
